Determine Year-End Standing Points
Points for YVTPC year-end standings is determined by; 

1. Being in the average (penning cows on both go’s)
2. The total number of cows penned

3. Any fast time points per go.

  Basically the most important thing to remember is too penn in the average. Our point system awards being consistent. You can win more money, but the person that get’s cows in the pen in both go’s on more teams, will win in the long term for the year-end standings.

   The average points starts with the no# of teams in the class. So if there are 34 teams in the class, we start with max points of 34pts for 1st in the avg & 33pts for 2nd in the avg, & 32pts for 3rd in avg and continue to count down until the last team in the avg. No avg? Then you only get cows penned + any fast time pts.
Fast Time points. We give 1 point for each 10 teams & we round up after 5 per go. So max fast times points in this class is 3 points.
